Councilor Gamble,

At our meeting on March 13, 2014, the Bloomfield Conservation, Energy, and
Environment committee voted to communicate to the Bloomfield Town Council, through
Land Use Subcommittee, our support for the establishment of state Greenway designation
for the Lower Farmington River along Bloomfield’s northern border. This segment would
be part of a larger regional Greenway extending along the Lower Farmington River and
Eastern and Western Branches of Salmon Brook that is being proposed for state
designation under the coordination of the Farmington River Watershed Association.

The proposed designation of the Greenway is supported by recommendations contained
in Bloomfield’s 2012 Plan of Conservation and Development (POCD). The Plan of
Conservation and Development recommends “[d]eveloping a strategy to connect existing
undeveloped areas with greenways...[tJhe greenway concept involves providing linkages
between community facilities, villages and recreation areas.” The POCD also
recommends:

e Protecting water resources, especially wetlands, watercourses, and riparian zones;

e Promoting increased use of the Farmington River Park (along whose border the
Greenway would run); and

e Supporting Wild & Scenic River Designation for the Lower Farmington River;

all goals advanced by establishment of the Greenway.

The proposed Greenway is a scenic area that is actively used for fishing, kayaking, and
other recreational activities and is an important conservation resource. The Greenway
designation would be fully consistent with the Town’s land use regulations and the State
Policies Plan for Conservation and Development.

As the environmental steward and advocacy group for the town of Bloomfield, we
recommend that the Town Council endorse the Greenway designation for the benefit of
our community. Accordingly, a draft resolution for the Town Council is attached. Please
feel free to contact me if you have any questions or need additional information.

Re:  Bus Shelter Replacement Program

At the March 17, 2014 special meeting of the Land Use and Economic
Development Subcommittee, I presented the group with the details of the regional bus
shelter replacement program we have been working on over the past four years. The
Town of Bloomfield, CRCOG, GHTD and CT Transit have been working on a program
that would allow the region to replace the present bus shelters which are over 25 years
old. As part of this program, some of the shelters in Bloomfield would also include
print advertising to help pay for the new shelters and their upkeep.

In exchange for allowing this advertising on up to five shelters in town, all
maintenance of the shelters, including snow removal operations, would be taken back
from each town and performed by contractors hired by the advertising company. This
concept is being promoted in several other towns in the region and has been favorably
received.

I am attaching the details of the five shelter locations selected to be replaced with
new structures containing advertising. This information was provided to the
Subcommittee last night after which they voted unanimously to recommend to the full
Town Council that the following motion be approved.

To approve and enter into partnership with CRCOG, GHTD and CT Transit to
implement the bus shelter program as proposed and to provide the required 10%
match through a combination of cash and/or in-kind services,

As I reported to the Subcommittee, the estimated costs to the Town of Bloomfield
are in the range of $10,000 according to CRCOG, With this minor investment, we
could end up with state of the art bus shelters, at the five noted locations. Hopefully
these locations would also be illuminated using a preferred solar option to increase the
safety of the shelters and increase the visibility of the advertising. In addition to the
noted locations which will receive these new shelters containing advertising, the
program will also work to replace the remaining shelters in town without an advertising
component.




Note on BLM 001 — Brown Street southbound @ Mountain Avenue (Bloomfield)

This shelter is in a residential neighborhood and is slated for replacement with a non-
advertising shelter. An existing 10’ x 14’ shelter pad is located alongside a bus lane
pullout. Approximately 200 feet of concrete sidewalk connects this shelter pad with a
ramp at Mountain Avenue. '

It is possible that this shelter pad may have to be expanded depending upon the
dimension of the shelter that is eventually selected. It might be advisable to extend the
north end of the shelter by an additional 5 feet to create a 5' x 10’ “‘landing area” to
satisfy ADA (final pad size would be 10’ x 19’).

The right of way line is uncertain here as the sidewalk jogs to accommodate the bus
pullout lane. The paved curb-to-curb width of Brown Street is 35 feet. The depth of the
bus pullout is an additional 18 feet. There does not appear to have been any land
acquisition to create the pullout lane. Given that the land bordering the pullout and
shelter pad is vacant it is possible that the entire area is publicly owned by the Town of
Bloomfield.

Line of sight is good.

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Note on BLM 003 — Park Avenue (CT 178 extension) eastbound @ Seneca Road
(Bloomfield)

This shelter is slated for replacement with an advertising shelter. The existing 8 x 14'
shelter pad is located behind the sidewalk and is in good condition. It is possible that the
pad is on private property; hence it might be worthwhile making an inquiry and/or
obtaining consent before installing an advertising shelter.

Several sidewalk improvements should be considered for this site in order to bring it
closer to ADA-compliance. The seam where the sidewalk meets the existing shelter pad
is uneven and should be patched. The 23-foot walkway between the sidewalk and the
street is narrow and constructed of asphalt. Its alignment should be straightened and
replaced with a 5-foot.wide concrete walkway. The new path should incorporate a 5" x 8’
“landing area” perpendicular to the point where the walkway meets the curb.

Line of sight at this location is good.

Photos 3748 — 3749 — 3750 — 3751
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Note on BLM 004 — Cottage Grove Road (CT 218) eastbound @ Northwestern Drive
(Bloomfield)

This shelter is slated for replacement with an advertising shelter. The existing 8’ x 14’
shelter pad is located some distance behind the sidewalk and is in good condition. It is
probable that the pad is on private property belonging to the office park; hence it might
be worthwhile making an inquiry and/or obtaining consent before installing an advertising
shelter.

A 5-foot wide sidewalk parallels the street's curb and runs to a ramp at Northwestern
Drive. Both are in good condition and ADA-compliant. However access between the
sidewalk and the shelter pad is via a 10-foot walkway that is installed diagonally,
presumably to avoid a utility pole. This layout does not allow for the 5' x 8' “landing pad"
that ADA requires perpendicular to the roadway. In order to provide for a landing pad it
might be advisable to pave over more of the grassy triangular area that separates the
shelter pad from the sidewalk.

Cottage Grove Road’s intersection with Northwestern Drive is signalized and line of sight
to the shelter is good.

Note on BLM 005 - Blue Hills Avenue (CT 187) southbound south of Porter
Avenue (Bloomfield)

This shelter is slated for replacement with an advertising shelter. The existing shelter
pad is located behind the sidewalk and is in good condition.

The curb-to-curb width of Blue Hills Avenue at this point is about 52 feet. The shelter
pad does not appear to be within Connecticut state highway right-of-way; more likely it is
situated on parkland owned by the municipality of Bloomfield. Line of sight is good.

The éidewalk serving the shelter is 4-feet wide and while technically not ADA-compliant
(5 feet is normal standard) is in good condition and leads to a ramp that is also in good
condition.

The 16’ x 7' concrete landing area directly in front of the shelter area is broken up and
has several uneven seams. It is recommended that this 16’ x 7° area be replaced to
alleviate a possible trip hazard.

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Note on BLM 002 — Mountain Avenue (CT 178) eastbound @ Bloomfield Avenue
(Bloomfield)

This shelter is slated for replacement with an advertising shelter. The existing 8’ x 14’
shelter pad is located behind the sidewalk and is in good condition. The edge of the
sidewalk appears to define the Connecticut state highway right-of-way, and the pad is
probably situated on private property owned by Interfaith Homes Senior Housing. It
might be worthwhile making an inquiry and/or obtaining consent before installing an
advertising shelter. The telephone number for the managing agent is (860) 286-8670.

The “landing area” between the sidewalk and curb contains muiltiple seams and is
cracked in several places. Replacement with a single section of 12’ x 14’ new concrete
should be considered.

Relative to line-of-sight an opaque ad panel could be a problem for northbound traffic on
Bloomfield Avenue. This should be monitored once the new ad shelter is installed.
However the Mountain Avenue/Bloomfield Avenue intersection is signalized and there is
a “No Turn on Red" restriction that should serve to mitigate the problem.

Re:  Financial Report

Attached is a statement of Revenue and Expenditures thru March 18, 2014. With
almost 8 months of activity thru the year, or about 68%, total expenditures
including encumbrances have used 68% of appropriation of the Town'’s 2013-14
$80.0 million adopted budget. As reported in earlier reports, it is estimated that
revenues will exceed expenditures by approximately $977,000.

As mentioned in the March 17t Finance sub-committee meeting, the extreme
weather conditions have had a direct impact on the Public Works snow and ice
budget which will require an appropriation transfer; Section 9o8 of the Town
Charter permits inter-departmental transfers only in the fourth quarter of the year.
This transfer, which will be in the amount of $150,000, is due to increased
expenses for fuel, equipment parts, road materials and overtime beyond what was
budgeted and will also allow sufficient funding for a Town-wide Spring cleanup.

A review of other Town operating departments indicates that sufficient balances
exist and will not require any additional funding,

The Town Council will be asked to transfer $150,000 in appropriations from the
Town Contingency, which will leave a balance of $50,000. The total adopted 2013-
14 budget of $80,830,120 remains the same.

The fourth quarter transfer resolution will be introduced at the first meeting in April.

There was a regular meeting of the Bloomfield Town Council held at 7:30 p.m. on Monday, March 10, 2014 in
Council Chambers, Bloomfield Town Hall, 800 Bloomfield Avenue, Bloomfield, CT.

Present were: Mayor Sydney Schulman, Deputy Mayor Joan Gamble, Councilors Wayne Hypolite, Derrick
Seldon, Joseph Washington, Joel Neuwirth, Joseph Merritt and Patrick DeLorenzo.

Absent was: Councilor Leon Rivers

Also present were: Philip K. Schenck, Jr., Town Manager, Sharron Howe, Assistant to the Town Manager,
Attorney Marc Needelman and India M. Rodgers, Clerk of Council.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The meeting was started with the pledge of allegiance to the flag.

ANNOUCEMENTS & PRESENTATIONS

Presentation of Recognition Certificate to Triumph Actuation Systems (Thomas Holzthum, President)

Deputy Mayor Gamble presented a Certificate of Recognition to Mr. Thomas Holzthum, President of Triumph
Actuation Systems. This company was formerly known as HTD Aerospace as the primary manufacturing
operation in Bloomfield for over 60 years.

The Triumph “Wings Program” volunteers have agreed to adopt another room to renovate for Bloomfield
seniors. Last March 2013, they adopted and renovated the Fiber Optics room by creating shelving and storage
units and purchasing of supplies for knitting. This year, the volunteers will focus and redesign “Ida’s Shoppe™,
a small store at the Senior Center stocked with various items such as knick knacks, glassware, jewelry and gifts.

Mr. Martin Geitz, Bloomfield Chamber of Commerce

Mr. Martin Geitz, President of Simsbury Bank and the Bloomfield Chamber of Commerce gave a brief update
regarding the rebranding of the Bloomfield Chamber.

Over the past two years, the Bloomfield Chamber of Commerce decided to focus their energy on rebranding the
organization as a whole. The new brand entitled “Championing Bloomfield Business” is the primary focus on
achieving the ultimate success for all Bloomfield businesses.




The main priorities of focus for the Bloomfield Chamber moving forward are: Resources, Advocacy, Education,
Communication & Connections.

There is a Business After Hours event held every 1* Wednesday of the month at a various locations.

On May 1, 2014, a “Grub Crawl” has been tentatively scheduled for restaurants and businesses in the Town
Center.

Mayor Schulman thanked Mr. Geitz for the tremendous strides for the Chamber’s growth supporting various
local businesses.

Councilor Neuwirth commented on the excellent Business After Hours event held on March 5, 2014.

Deputy Mayor Gamble thanked Mr. Geitz with his assistance in selecting a consultant firm with the Economic
Development Commission (EDC).

Councilor Merritt congratulated the Chamber on their success thus far. He encouraged everyone to support the
Grub Crawl and other restaurant ideas created out of the Plan of Conservation & Development.

Councilor Washington and Hypolite congratulated the Chamber of their achievements and increase in
membership under the leadership of Mr. Geitz, who also is the President of Simsbury Bank which entitles him
to a special perspective on business success.

CITIZENS STATEMENT & PETITIONS

1. Rayneil McMillan, 39 Banbury Lane expressed concerns about having gas services installed in her
neighborhood. Ms. McMillan stated that she contacted CNG to inquire about gas services. She was told
that it would cost $259,000 to install a gas line in her area.

Mayor Schulman informed Ms. McMillan about recent discussions with CNG regarding an expansion of gas
services in town.

Mr. Philip K. Schenck, Jr., Town Manager stated that the town is currently investigating the process to pay the
cost upfront for the installation of gas lines and then possibly assess each homeowner who is interested for these
services. He further stated that Governor Malloy has recognized the need to regulate and reduced the amount of
units in a geographical area to qualify for gas services.

It was also noted that the installation of a gas line in a residential neighborhood ONLY goes to the actual
property line. There are additional costs to the homeowner for connecting that service to the home.

On March 19, 2014 at 6:00 p.m., a Citizens’ Meeting with CNG will be held at the Senior Center, 330 Park
Avenue to discuss and express concerns regarding an expansion of gas services in town.




Mayor Schulman and Councilor Merritt encouraged all interested residents to participate and attend the Citizens
meeting. |

2. Pauline Davis, 15 Jerome Avenue, returned to the Council to express concerns regarding her real
estate taxes. Ms. Davis stated that this was her second attempt to seek answers regarding the increased
assessment of taxes with her home. She also stated that she compared sales in her neighborhood and
found conflicting information regarding the amount of taxes paid by her neighbors.

Councilor Hypolite stated that this is a very important issue for further discussion. He stressed to all residents
the importance of preparation for the appeals process. He reminded residents that the town in the process of
revaluation, which will be effective on the October 1, 2014 Grand List.

Mr. Schenck, Jr. told Ms. Davis that he and the Town Assessor will follow up with her to answer her questions
and concerns.

FY 13/14-60: Consider and Take Action Regarding Adoption of Resolution (Appropriating $385,000 in
the Town’s Capital Non-Recurring Fund for Board of Education Capital Improvements)

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, The Town Council on June 25, 2012 passed a resolution establishing a ‘non-lapsing’ account
in accordance with the C.G.S. 10-248a for Board of Education capital improvements; and

WHEREAS, The Bloomfield Board of Education has deposited $385,000 into the Town’s Capital Non-
Recurring Fund from its 2012-2013 budget operations, which supplements a previous amount of $385,000
which was approved in October 2012; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, That the Bloomfield Town Council hereby appropriates the sum of 3385,000 within the Town’s
Capital Non-Recurring Fund to BOE Project 10-248a to fund capital improvements for board of education
purposes; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Board of Education provide to the Town Manager on an annual basis, a report of
those project(s) funded under this appropriation.

Councilor Seldon requested clarification regarding Council authorization to release funding from the Capital
Non-Recurring account to the Board of Education.

Mayor Schulman stated that the Board of Education requested that Town Council approve $385,000, which is
1% of their total budget for capital improvements, in accordance with C.G.S. 10-248a.

Councilor Merritt inquired about the town having the ability to control what funds are spent at the Board for
capital improvements.

Councilor Hypolite commended the Board of Education on their fiscal responsibility relative to submitting a
zero percent increase for the last four years.
