Town Council Referrals

Mr. John Lawlor, Director of Public Works gave a brief overview of amendments to the
ordinances below. There were no significant changes to ordinances and all amendments have
been vetted and approved by the Town Attorney.

FY 14/15-03: Review/Discussion/Action: Amendment to Ordinance — Chapter 17, Article VV
— Scenic Roads

The proposed changes are under Section 17-165(b) which replaces the Town Engineer with the
Public Works Director and also defines routine road maintenance to include the removal of
hazard or diseased trees.

It was moved by Deputy Mayor Gamble, seconded by Councilor DeLorenzo and voted
unanimously to recommend to the full Council approval of amendments to Ordinance —
Chapter 17, Article V — Scenic Roads.

FY 14/15-04: Review/Discussion/Action: Amendment to Ordinance — Chapter 17, Article
11, Division 5 Tree Warden

The proposed change identifies the Tree Warden as the responsible party regarding matters
involving right-of-way trimming and tree removal. It also describes the authority of the Tree
Warden and will make the Ordinance consistent with CGS Title 23, Chapter 451, 23-58, 59.



It was moved by Deputy Mayor Gamble, seconded by Councilor DeLorenzo and voted
unanimously to recommend approval to the full Council of amendments to Ordinance —
Chapter 17, Article 111, Division 5 Tree Warden.

FY 14/15-05: Review/Discussion/Action: Amendment to Ordinance — Chapter 17, Article
1V - Show

The proposed changes includes increased in fines associated with violations and penalties for
snow removal. The fines are being adjusted to reflect present-day values.

It was moved by Councilor DeLorenzo, seconded by Deputy Mayor Gamble and voted
unanimously to recommend approval to the full Council of amendments to Ordinance —
Chapter 17, Article 1V — Snow.
